Digital Keystone Correction

Keystoning is when the projected image is noticeably wider on either the top or bottom. There are two
ways to correct this:

1. Press M enu on the remote control or projector, then select the Display menu (first menu bar button
on the left), then adjust the sliding bar |abeled Keystone, as needed.

2. Use the Keystone buttons on the external control pad. Pressing the + button will correct
keystoning at the top of the image. Pressing the - button will correct keystoning at the bottom
of the image.

The projector lamp has a normal operating time of approximately 1200 to 1500 hours, called the lamp
life. During the normal lamp life, the picture will be bright and the colors clear. If the lamp is used
beyond the normal lamp life, the picture will become dark and the colors poor. Always replace lamps
with new ones. Using an old lamp in the projector could cause a malfunction. When the power is
turned on, the LAMP indicator will light up red or amessage will be displayed to indicate when it is
time to replace the lamp.

Lamp/Temperature Status LED Indicators

Lamp Exceed Service Hours— When this LED lights red continuoudly, it is warning you that the
lamp has exceeded 1500 service hours. Replace the projection lamp immediately.
